OLD BUSINESS
A) P.C. letter to township Board concerning Z-40-09 Map Amendment; Sec. 21, St. Brendon/St. Marie
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To some members, the letter and map were confusing and hard to understand. In particular, it did not
mention that keeping it at 1 acre would help the residents and allow the most flexibility. The Township
Board will review this topic at their next meeting. If the Board is confused by the letter and Dobis
cannot satisfactorily explain it, he will ask to have the issue tabled so the letter can be clarified.

B) On Site Housing in M1, C1, C2, and RBR Zoning Districts
Nesbitt's 12/15/09 memo referred erroneously to housing in the RBR districts as being seasonal. This
item was tabled until Nesbitt can be consulted.

C. Evaluation & choice of LSL Planner attending meetings
Members decided to use Rob Nesbitt as the LSL planner for the upcoming year, in part, because he
lives closer to Putnam Township & its meetings.

It sounded like he
wanted to test various structures and the members were concerned about this being a commercial
endeavor. This was not clear from the email. One member suggested the free class on wind energy
might be useful to Benedetti. Most questions could not be answered by the members without the aid
of the planner. The email will be forwarded to Nesbitt requesting answers for the next meeting.
